Rules in Chinese Temples Committee Administered Temples
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Each visitor should place no more than 3 incense sticks (regular size)
in each incense burner inside the temple hall.

To protect the environment, please do not incinerate large quantity of
candles and paper offerings (applicable to temples with incinerator).
For temples without incinerator, candles and paper offerings could
only be placed on the offering table which will be subsequently
cleared by temple staff if not taken away by the worshipper himself.
The hanging of spiral incense inside the temple is subject to the
availability of designated space and on a first-come first-served basis.
All spiral incense must be purchased from this temple. (This service
is only available in designated temples)

To keep the temple clean and hygiene, our temple workers would
discard any unclaimed sacrifice and offerings.

Please do not leave statutes or related items in the temple, such items
would be discarded once found.

Blasphemous, blatant and irritating behaviour is strictly prohibited.
No gambling inside the temple premises.

Photo-taking and video-shooting inside the temple premises is not
allowed unless with the prior permission from the Chinese Temples
Committee (CTC).

Visitors are not allowed to bring pets or animals into the temple
premises.

Touting, handing-out or sales of items/services inside the temple
premises are strictly prohibited unless with the prior permission from
CTC.

No individual or organization is allowed to solicit donation inside the
temple premises without the prior permission from CTC.

Beware of your belongings and personal safety, CTC is not
responsible for any loss or damages incurred.

CTC and our temple staff have the right to order any visitors to leave
our temple premises at any time without providing any reason.
